A new addition this year is the sand bottles on the golf carts. It is very
important to use the sand/seed mix to fill in you divots not only on the fairways

but on the tees also. Why is it important, well there are two big reasons. The
first being when you fill your divot with the sand/seed mix it will germinate and
fill in where you just took the divot. The second reason is that when you take a
divot and don’t fill it in, that divot had pre-emergent in the soil. If it is not filled

in then that is a spot in the fairway or tee that could start having crab grass
growing there. These are the two big reasons to use sand/seed mix after you
